As the building had been largely stripped out and not used as a factory for many years there was license to explore an innovative form, provide open space to the rear or north of the site and provide light and air circulation into the centre of the deep building. The building had structural challenges in accommodating additional stories and the scale of the conservation area required a sensitive approach. In addition the roof form was seen as a distinctive feature. There weer a number of remnant fixtures associated with the building’s former use that were incorporated as interpretative features in the design.

The tight design of the apartments was able to create a sense of space and light by opening the apartments onto northern courtyards, created by opening up sections of the roof. The steep rake of the roof sections are used internally to achieve additional space. The building adopted an archaeological approach to the existing fabric on the public areas and inner courtyards, retaining evidence of its former industrial use. Machinery was retained in situ and designed around. As the site had no limited external land to the rear, only two apartments provided for parking, which was incorporated into the courtyards.
